IAN Reed achieved his goal
on the weekend of successfully
riding from sea level to the
summit of Mount Kosciuszko
in just two days.

A 5500 metre climb over 248
kilometres lay between Mr
Reed and his dream, yet
months of rigorous training
and sheer determination
helped him conquer the
Merimbula to Kosciuszko
course as part of a fundraising
challenge for Redkite.

"The ride was incredibly
challenging, both physically
and mentally," Mr Reed said.

Although Mr Reed only
began taking his cycling seri-
ously over the last 17 months
the challenge saw him conquer
a course that was tougher than
any mountain stage in the Tour
de France.

While Mr Reed admitted to
the Central Western Daily last
monthhe hadhis doubts about
reaching the summit, with the
ride regularly subjected to
headwinds, he was especially
pleased when he reached the
highest point in Australia.

"I felt on top of the world,"
he said.

The local community has
helped Mr Reed raise almost
$2000 to help young people
and children battling cancer
through the challenge, which is
a cause he is very passionate
about and spurred him on in
the ride.
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
